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Penalty of Sin
m Death-Gen 2:17; Ezek 18:20;: Rom 6:23; Jas 1:14-15

m Death = separation
m Three types of death
¢ Physical (Gen 3:19)
¢ Spiritual (Isa 59:1-2; Eph 2:1)

¢ Eternal (Rev 2:11; 20:14)

Article XI—Assurance
