“The word ‘tongues’ means that the apostles began to speak in a
language other than their own native tongue. It was a real,
known, spoken language with all the rules of grammar, diction,
and syntax common to all languages. It was not merely the rapid
repetition of three or four syllables that is passed off as tongues
today. The source of this gift of languages was the Holy Spirit: as
the Spirit gave them utterance. In other words, the Holy Spirit
provided the gift of tongues or languages, which is one of His
spiritual gifts.”

“The reason was that they heard every man speaking his own
language. The Greek word for ‘language’ here is dialektos, the
origin of the English word ‘dialect.” It simply means ‘language.’ It
explains what the tongues of verse 4 were: spoken languages
with all the rules of grammar, diction, syntax, and all that a
language involves. Everyone who was present heard someone
speaking in his own native language, the language of the country
from which he came.”
