The Nations of Pentecost

Pentecost, a Jewish feast also known as the Feast of Weeks, marked the completion of the barley
harvest. On this annual holiday about 50 days after the resurrection of Jesus, Jewish people from
throughout the Roman Empire were gathered in the city of Jerusalem to observe this great religious
, holiday. When the Holy Spirit was poured out on the apostles, they began to speak with “other tongues,”
A and these people from other nations understood them perfectly (Acts 2:5-13). This map shows the
different regions of the Roman Empire represented in Jerusalem on the Day of Pentecost.
