Rom 7-Believer or Unbeliever?

m /:7-13 are in the past tense while 7:14-25 are in
the present tense

m The sanctification section of the letter is in
chapters 6—8

m The description in chapter 7 is consistent with the
experience of most believers

m 7/:25 indicates that the conflict continues even after
deliverance has been given by Christ

m Paul indicates that he delights in God’s law 1n
chapter 7 yet Romans 3:10-12 indicates that this 1s
impossible for an unbeliever
