Here’s the spiritual principle at work: When people Tespond t0
what they do know of God, He takes personal responsibility for
iving them more information about Himselt.

[n the case of a person who never hears the gospel and nevet
knows the name of Jesus, but who responds to the light he has,
God treats that person like an Old Testament saint, if you will, Thal
is, if the person trusts in what God has revealed, God deals with tha
person based on the knowledge he has, not the information he never
received. [ call this transdispensationalism.

By this | mean if a person is sincerely seeking God and desiring

to know Him, and is responding to the truth he knows, il there is
o missionary or direct manifestation of God, then God judges tha
person based on his faith in the light he has received. And as in the
case of Abraham, God will retroactively count this person as right-

eous by applying the death of Christ from the dispensation of grace.
