false teachers and false doctrines in the church and would
not hide their teachings by symbols). It must be stressed that
Revelation means ‘unveiling,’ not ‘veiling.’ In the absence of
any statement in the text to the contrary, therefore, we must
assume that the term Babylon applies to the real city of
Babylon…”
