Petra is shaped like a giant sheepfold, with its
narrow passage opening up to a spacious circle surrounded
by cliffs. This is not true of the town of Buseira.
Furthermore, by modern Petra is a site known as Butzeira,
which retains the Hebrew Botzrah...lt will be a very
defensible city located in Mount Seir...Furthermore, as they
flee and while they are living there, food and water will be
miraculously provided.”
