“In verses 30-37, He pronounced a
judgment on the Jewish generation of that
day. That generation had committed the
unpardonable sin: the blasphemy of the
Holy Spirit. The unpardonable sin was not
an individual sin but a national sin. It was
committed by that generation of Israel in
Jesus’ day and cannot be applied to
subsequent Jewish generations. The
content and definition of the unpardonable
sin is the national rejection of the
Messiahship of Jesus by Israel while He was
physically present on the basis that He was
demon  possessed. This sin  was
unpardonable, and judgment was set.”

“The judgment came in the year A.D. 70
with the destruction of Jerusalem and the
Temple and the world-wide dispersion of
the Jewish people. It was a national sin
committed by the generation of Jesus’ day,
and for that generation the sin was
unpardonable. From this point on a special
emphasis is placed on this generation in
the gospels, for it was guilty of a very
unique sin. At this point, His offer of the
Messianic Kingdom was rescinded. It will
not now be established in their day
because of the unpardonableness of that

Ill. Summary

. Pharisees attributed Christ’s miracles to Satan
. Pharisees did not believe in Christ as their Messiah
. A person must believe in Jesus to be saved

. The sin committed by the unbelieving Pharisees marks
the nation’s official rejection of the kingdom offer

. This sin is a one-time sin that cannot be replicated in
subsequent generations or today

. The offer is then withdrawn as Christ announces His
soon death and coming church (Matt. 16:18, 21)
