Why would He
leave one out? Or is there only one, but when he discusses it He
jumbles up the order of events? Why would He do that?

“The rapture will occur when conditions on earth are
normal and people are eating and drinking, marrying and
giving in marriage (Matt. 24:38). These are common
activities in human society. Marrying and giving in
marriage are necessary to propagate life; eating and
drinking are essential to sustain it. During the time of
Noah, life was normal when suddenly the flood came and
took the people away. The rapture will occur in the same
manner: so shall be the coming of the Son of Man (Matt.
24:39). Nothing spectacular will forewarn people that the
believers are about to be taken up.

“Usually a parable, like a sermon illustration, is teaching a
single truth. When Jesus explained a number of His parables,
He usually...stated one spiritual truth. For example when the
man found his one lost sheep, he rejoiced, and Jesus said this
illustrates the truth that there is rejoicing in heaven when a
sinner repents (Luke 15:7)...He gave one simple spiritual
lesson, and made no attempt to see any spiritual significance
to the vineyard, the denarius, or the sixth hour, the ninth
hour, or the eleventh hour, nor the vineyard foreman...To
hunt for meanings in every detail in the parables is to turn
them into allegories.”
