b. Paul referred to the Church as a “mystery” (Eph. 3:4-5, 9)

c. The Church did not exist prior to Acts 1 since Christ became
the head of the Church (Eph. 5:23) after His Ascension (Eph.
1:20-22)

d. The Church did not exist prior to Acts 1 since spiritual gifts (1
Cor. 12:7; 14:26) only came into existence after His Ascension
(Eph. 4:7-11)

Thus, the significance of
Peter’s second sermon in Acts 3 was that it re-emphasized the
condition of millennial blessing already laid down in the Old
Testament, but as yet unfulfilled...Of the upmost importance
here is the fact that the shedding of the blood of Christ to take
away sin, and with the coming of the Spirit to empower the life
of the redeemed, all of the spiritual requirements for the
millennial kingdom had been met as far as God was concerned....

“The three fall feasts await fulfillment in the events that will take
place at the Second Coming of Christ and in the Millennium. The
Feast of Trumpets will take place at the Second Coming, as Matthew
24:31 indicates: ‘He will send forth his angels with a great trumpet
and they will gather together His elect from the four winds, from one
end of the sky to the other.” The Day of Atonement will be applied to
the nation of Israel when the people realize that Jesus was their long-
awaited Messiah all along (Zechariah 12:10; Romans 11:25-27). And
the Feast of Tabernacle’s will be fulfilled by the Millennial kingdom
when the Jewish nation will dwell with their God in the land of Israel
for 1000 years.”
