A. Theologians of the Past

1. Jonathan Edwards
Nothing is more certainly foretold than this national conversion of the Jews in
Romans 11"

2. Charles Hodge
The second great event, which, according to the common faith of the Church, is o
precede the second advent of Christ, is the national conversion of the Jews.... That
there is to be such a national conversion may be argued... from the original call and
destination of that people.... As the rejection of the Jews was not total, so neither
is it final... The future restoration of the Jews is, in itself, a more probably event
than the introduction of the Gentiles into the church of God. [emphasis added]?

3. Charles Spurgeon
I think we do not attach sufficient importance o the restoration of the Jews. We

4. Greater responsibility for the Jews means greater judgment

a) Romans 2:9 tribulation and anguish, on every soul of man who does evil, of
the Jew first and also of the Greek;

b) Even for the church: judgment begins with the house of the Lord®
VII. God's Character and His Promises
A. God's promises to us today are only as good as His promises to Israelin the past.
B. In the same way God extends grace to us, so too He continues to extend grace to Israel.
1. Neither party deserves anything from God.
2. Rom. 11:30-33
VIII. Implications

A. Israel has not been cut off or replaced in God's program.
B. The nation will undergo spiritual regeneration.
C. The means of the regeneration is one and the same as our new birth.
D. God's promises to us today are only as good as His promises to Israelin the past.
E. Israel today should be seen in the context of the valley of dry bones (Eze. 37), being
reassembled, but without breath (God's Spirit).
F. The One reassembling Israel is God. Wise believers will not get in His way or side with
those who are opposed to Israel!
IX. Prayer
A. Israel will be reassembled, but remain spiritually dead. And so are we without God's Holy
Spirit. We need His 'breath of life' in order to see with new eyes and become a new
creation.
