“Then comes the break from the norm. In Genesis
5:29, Lamech names his seed-son: He called his name
Noah: saying, This same shall comfort us. The Hebrew
word for comfort is nacham; hence, Noah means
“comfort.” Here again is a word play that only works
in Hebrew. The name was given on the assumption
that Noah was the Seed of the Woman or the
Messiah: This same shall comfort us in our work and
in the toil of our hands, which comes because of the
ground which Jehovah had cursed, in reference to the
Adamic curse.”

“The eleventh observation is connected with
archeology. There are two kings’ lists from archeology
that reflect what is happening in this chapter. The
first is the Sumerian King List from Sumer in
Mesopotamia, dating from about the year 2000 b.c. It
lists a total of ten kings, with a total of 241,200 years.
That is an average of about 24,000 years per king.
Therefore, the concept of longevity of ten
generations is something reflected in the Sumerian
King List.”

kings, it then adds, ‘and then the flood came.” The
flood came with the tenth, just as it is in this Genesis

b.c., and he also lists ten kings before the flood.”
