(3:16-17)

n Paul’s writings have given false teachers 

an opportunity

n Rev 22:18-19

n “Fall from your own steadfastness”?

“18 I testify to everyone who hears the words of the

prophecy of this book: if anyone adds to them,

God will add to him the plagues which are written

in this book; 19 and if anyone takes away from the

words of the book of this prophecy, God will take

away his part [meros] from the tree of life and

from the holy city, which are written in this book.”



“To unbelievers who would add to God’s Word in this fashion,

the Lord promises to ‘add to him the plagues that are written

in this book.’ The plagues spoken of in the book of Revelation

occur during that future period of God’s judgment on the earth

known as the Tribulation. If anyone reading Revelation accepts

the invitation of verse 17 and becomes a believer in Christ prior

to the Tribulation, that person will experience the

pretribulational Rapture of the saints (1 Thess. 4:13-18) rather

than the plagues of the Tribulation (1 Thess. 5:1-3). Therefore,

the warning of Revelation 22:18 applies only to unbelievers.

This is not a warning to believers to stay saved or to be

rewarded for their perseverance.”

Dispensational Theology is a 

System of Theology

Traditional-normative dispensational theology is a system

that embodies three essential, fundamental concepts

called the sine qua non (lit. “without which is not”):

1. The consistent use of a plain, normal, literal, 

grammatical-historical method of interpretation;

2. Which reveals that the Church is distinct from Israel;

3. God’s overall purpose is to bring glory to Himself (Eph. 

1:6, 12, 14).

Doxological Purpose

Dictionary of Premillennial Theology, Charles Ryrie, p. 94

A. God’s ultimate purpose for the ages is to glorify

Himself. Scripture is not human-centered, as though

salvation were the principle point, but God-centered,

because His glory is at the center.

B. The glory of God is the primary principle that unifies

all dispensations, the program of salvation being just

one of the means by which God glorifies Himself.

Each successive revelation of God’s plan for the ages,

as well as His dealing with the elect, non-elect,

angels, and nations all manifest His glory.
