In most sermons, especially in Christian circles, Jacob

is painted very negatively, and attributes are ascribed to Jacob

that are not true to the Word of God and certainly do not

correspond with God9s own evaluation of Jacob.=

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<In the Nuzi Tablets, the birthright was salable; the firstborn had

the right to sell his birthright. Esau9s birthright included four

elements: physical benefits (Deut. 21:17); spiritual benefits (I

Chron. 5:132); being in the Messianic line, because this is the

birthright of the Abrahamic Covenant; and the possession of the

Land. Esau did not care anything about the spiritual benefits.

Because the spiritual benefits were in the forefront, he did not

particularly care to hang on to his birthright.=
