<In the dream Jacob saw something before him: And behold a

ladder. The Hebrew word for ladder here is sulam, a hapax-

legomenon. It was not a ladder in the modern sense of the term

but has the meaning of a 8stairway,9 indeed a stairway to heaven.

It was set upon the earth, which is where Jacob was, and reached

to heaven, where God was. The ladder pictured Jacob having

access to Heaven.=

is returning to the Land.=

[Since] God will be with me, which

is really more of a response of gratitude than a response of

testing, and will keep me in this way that I go, and will give me

bread to eat, and raiment to put on.=
