<Genesis 32:2 records Jacob9s response: And Jacob said when he 

saw them, This is God9s host. In Hebrew, the word host is 

machaneh, and what he was saying was that this was God9s 

8camp.9 This is not the normal Hebrew word for host, but rather 

it is God9s 8camp.9 That led to the naming of the place: and he 

called the name of the place Mahanaim, a dual form of 

machaneh, literally meaning 8two camps.9 The two camps were 

Jacob9s camp and God9s camp, where the angels were.=
