 Opposite of Knowledge 
of False Teachers

 Which is their own

Seeing that His divine power has granted to 

us everything pertaining to life and 

godliness, through the true knowledge of 

Him who called us by His own glory and 

excellence. For by these He has granted to 

us His precious and magnificent promises, 

so that by them you may become partakers 

of the divine nature, having escaped the 

corruption that is in the world by lust.
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“Believe” Defined

pisteuō…“to believe,” also “to be persuaded

of,” and hence, “to place confidence in, to 

trust,” signifies, in this sense of the word, 

reliance upon, not mere credence. It is most 

frequent in the writings of the apostle John, 

especially the Gospel. He does not use the 

noun…Of the writers of the Gospels…uses of 

the verb…John ninety-nine.

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Believing Forever?
“The aspectual force of the present ho 

pisteuōn seems to be in contrast with ho 

pisteusas…The present was the tense of 

choice most likely because the NT writers 

by and large saw continual belief as a 

necessary condition of salvation. Along 

these lines, it seems significant that the 

promise of salvation is almost always given 

to ho pisteuōn, almost never to ho 

pisteusas…”
