Tense Past Present Future

Saved from sin’s: Penalty Power Presence

Sanctification (6–8)

Believer’s Relationship to the Spirit (8:1-39)

1) Spirit transferred us from death to life 
(8:1-11)

2) We are not obligated to the flesh but to  
the Spirit (8:12-17)

3) We endure suffering now in the hope 
of future glory (8:18-30)

4) We are secure in Christ (8:31-39)



Life in the Spirit Described (8:14-17)

1) We are now led by the Spirit (14a)

2) Consequences (14b-17)

a. Leading indicates sonship (14b)

b. Sonship indicates childship (15-16)

c. Childship indicates heirship (17)
