14 are not to be ascribed to Zechariah. However, many
similarities exist between chaps. 1-8 and 9-14, and difference of
style is never a conclusive argument for different authorship. The
reference to Greece as a future dominant power (9:13) is no
problem if one accepts the validity of predictive prophecy.
