[A] serious Arminian error respecting this
doctrine occurs when repentance is added
to faith or believing as a condition of
salvation. It is true that repentance can
very well be required as a condition of
salvation, but then only because the
change of mind which ... has been involved
when turning from every other confidence
to the one needful trust in Christ. Such
turning about, of course, cannot be
achieved without a change ofimind.

This vital newness of mind Is a part of
pelieving, after all, and therefore it may
pe and IS used as a synonym for
pelieving at times (cf. Acts 17:30; 20:21,
26:20; Rom. 2:4; 2Tim. 2:25; 2 Pet. 3:9).
Repentance nevertheless cannot be
added to believing as a condition of
salvation, because upwards of 150
passages of Scripture condition
salvation upon believing only.(ef. John
3:16; Acts 16:31).

word repentance. In like manner, the

Epistle to the Romans, written to

formulate the complete statement of

salvation by grace alone, does not use

the term repentance in relation to

salvation.
