Sessions
pressedthe issueandasked"what entity" the administration
would seekpermissionfrom. Sessionssaidhe wasall in favor
of international support, but addedthat he was "baffled by
the idea that somehow,an international assembly"would
providea legalbasisfor the deploymentof the U.S. military.
Sessionsresponded that international bodies "provide no
legal authority" to deploy U.S. military into combat
operations.
